
Outline of ISE Summer France Credit Course Program 
 
These credit course programs, FSF 2D and FSF 3U, are French as a Second Language core 
programs.  Students with the prerequisite FSF 1D credit may take the FSF 2D course.  
Students wishing to enrol in the FSF 3U course must have successfully completed FSF 2D. 
 
This summer credit program offers students the opportunity to study French in a 
school setting located near Paris.  This ideal location will allow for several excursions 
to see the famous sites in Paris as well as those close to the city, such as Versailles. 
 
Upon successful completion of the course selected, students will be granted a credit by 
the Toronto Catholic District School Board or the Simcoe Muskoka Catholic District School 
Board.  These courses are open to all Ontario secondary school students.
