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SUMMER PROGRAM DESTINATIONS AND DESCRIPTIONS

The ISE ONTARIO Summer Programs are reciprocal exchanges with a partner in France, Spain,
Switzerland or Quebec. Participating Ontario students spend three or four weeks away, and three or
four weeks hosting their partner. The entire program takes place during summer holiday time.

FRANCE and SPAIN Ontario students are away during the month of July (four weeks), and

host their exchange partners during the month of August.

QUEBEC Ontario students host their exchange partners during the month of July

(four weeks), and are in Quebec during the month of August.

SWITZERLAND Ontario students are away for three weeks from the beginning of July,

(French Language) followed by three weeks of hosting to mid-August.

2011 PROGRAM COSTS

All students travel as a group with Ontario escorts. Costs are based on travel to and from Toronto.
$150 of the deposit is non-refundable; the remainder of the deposit is non-refundable 30 days before
program start. If a suitable match is not found all monies are refunded.
